Help Select a Diocese at July 17
th
 Parish Meeting
)
     A parish meeting will be held on Sunday, July 17th, following the 9:00AM worship service, to select a new diocese from the options available to St. Peter’s Anglican Church.  The Vestry has discussed this and is prepared to make a recommendation, but the parish must make the final decision.  The options before us are as follows:

DIOCESE OF THE SOUTHWEST – This is a new diocese “in formation” as approved by ACNA and lists in their materials that they will include parishes from west Texas, New Mexico and Colorado.  At present they are made up of parishes – 9 total - in or near Albuquerque, El Paso, and west Texas.  They have called Bishop Win Mott to serve as their Vicar General.  At present there are no parishes from Colorado involved in this diocese.

INTERNATIONAL DIOCESE – This diocese is similar to the Diocese of the Holy Spirit in that it is not geographically based.  It is made up of 13 parishes from the Midwest, Northeast and Texas areas, and one other parish in Colorado (maybe two) is considering affiliation.  This diocese comes out of the relationship with Kenya where The Right Reverend William Attwood was consecrated as its bishop.  Bishop Attwood visited St. Peter’s in early June, and he explained how the diocese serves the Lord through its specialty in international outreach.

OTHER OPTIONS – Few other options exist at the present time, but there is the Diocese of Western Anglicans on the west coast and the Diocese of Cascadia in the Pacific Northwest.  The latter is “in formation”, and both are a great distance from our location.   Perhaps sometime in the future, when the AMIA churches become full members of ACNA, efforts will be made to develop a Colorado or Rocky Mountain Diocese.

       The search for a House of Worship continues for the parish Building Committee.  Although nothing specific is in view at present, the committee has determined that the Riverside building is not available after the article that appeared in the Fort Collins newspaper about a veterinarian’s efforts to transform it into a clinic.  Several parish members have suggested pieces of land that might be suitable, and these are being looked into.  Two are very nice but very “pricey”, and the other would be a cooperative effort with another entity.  We have also become aware that a church building on Mason in Fort Collins may be up for sale soon, and we are looking into this.  The search goes on, and the committee is most appreciative of your suggestions.  We all need to keep looking with God directing our eyes.
     On a sad note, the Loveland Community Church – our host – held its last church meeting on Saturday, June 25th.   The Vestry will work with the Longs Peak Baptist Association for continued, and perhaps expanded, use of the facility.

Dear Friends in Christ,

     Here we find ourselves at the half year point of 2011, and January 1st seems so far in the past.  Those of us who kneeled together on New Year’s Eve had many prayers for 2011 and for our people and parish that are now perhaps difficult to remember.  As with any new year we looked forward with hope and new found energy that our parish would continue to praise and honor our Lord, and move forward with His blessings to reach those around us with His Word.  During this time we have joyfully brought three young children into our family through baptism, sadly sent home one of our sisters, welcomed several through reception and confirmation, and with a tear to the eye said goodbye to some who have moved on.  We have also continued our search for a “House of the Lord”, and we have been disappointed by a perhaps missed opportunity, but also enlightened by other possibilities members of the parish - through the Lord’s guidance - have placed before us.  We continue our search in God’s time, and with his guidance, knowing that He will show us the way.
     While we may not have obtained a House of Worship, added twenty new members to our parish, or been donated a piece of nice land, there are a few things that we have been blessed with in the first six months of this year that you may not be aware of and that we need to thank God for:

	Over $2,300 was collected from the parish for Convoy of Hope
	$3,000 was contributed, and another $3,000 pledged, to the Anglican Relief and Development Fund for Japan
	The Pentecost box and jar offerings collected $424.17 for our priest’s discretionary assistance fund 
	Three infants from the parish were baptized
	The “Mothers Together” program for moms with kids was started
	The “Heart to Heart” shut-in program for those who cannot attend church regularly began
	The parish was visited by two Anglican Bishops: The Right Reverends John Guernsey and Bill Atwood
	The parish’s website was given a new look with parish volunteers maintaining it
	Easter 2011 was the largest attended service ever at St. Peter’s
	The parish received IRS 501(c)(3) status as well as State of Colorado and Fort Collins tax exempt status
	Father Jim instituted his daily email devotionals
	$10,000 from the Diocese of the Holy Spirit was received to engage the Titus Institute in a parish review
	The parish building fund doubled in cash and more than quadrupled in pledged gifts
	The Rector and Senior Warden both attended the Diocesan Synod and Anglican Church Planting Conference
	The bookkeeping system was revamped to help track operating, building, endowment and custodial funds
	Tartan Sunday was reinstituted with the Neargrass Junction Band providing some wonderfully lively music
	Efforts are beginning for a parish mission trip program to perhaps begin in 2012

     With summer at hand, and autumn not far away, there will still be plenty to do in the parish.  However, topping the list of things for all of us to do is to pray.  Pray to honor our Lord, pray for those who need help, pray for those who are doing well, and pray for those who do not know they need prayer or even Christ.     Saint Aidan, Bishop of Lindisfarne, was born in Ireland and served as a monk at a monastery on the Island of Iona.  He went to Northumbria in northeast England when King Oswald requested a missionary for the people whom he considered stubborn.  St. Aidan went to live on an island called Lindisfarne in 635 AD which was three miles off the Northumberland coast.  Although this island was sparsely populated, Aidan did not believe the island was lonely enough for his prayerful retreats, so he often secluded himself in the Farne Islands.   St. Aidan’s rapid progress in converting the people of Northumbria was supported by King Oswald and numerous visiting missionaries from Ireland.  When he would come face to face with a pagan he would invite them to become a Christian, and when he met Christians he would encourage them to fulfill their faith through good works.   Although he was not afraid to rebuke the rich and powerful of Northumbria, he was skillful enough to know when to administer tenderness to those in need.
     St. Aidan was known for his charity for the poor, and he encouraged his monks in training to walk wherever they would go so that they could talk to those they met.  Once a king gave St. Aidan a very fine horse with a very valuable saddle and equipment to encourage him to ride and not walk.  However, when he met a beggar along the road who asked him for alms he gave the horse to him. The king who gave St. Aidan the horse was very upset with this action, but St. Aidan replied; “Is that foal of a mare of more value than the Son of God?”  The king then asked St. Aidan to forgive him.
     Many miracles were attributed to St. Aidan during his time, including one where the enemy King Penda was attacking Bamburgh Castle with fire.  St. Aidan prayed that the wind would change and send the fire away from the castle.  The wind did change and it destroyed King Penda’s army.   The monastery he founded grew and sent off new priests to found additional monasteries and churches across northern England and Scotland.  St. Aidan died in 651 AD at the royal fortress of Bamburgh, and his body was removed to Lindisfarne for burial. His feast day is celebrated on August 31st, and he is the patron for Northrumbia and for firefighters.

Titus Institute Engaged by Vestry
)


     The Titus Institute for Church Planting of Chantilly, Virginia, has been contracted by the Vestry of St. Peter’s Anglican Church to conduct a strategic planning and coaching program for the church leadership.   The program will consist of a leadership planning retreat to develop a strategic plan for the parish that will consist of goals and milestones for the next 12 to 24 months.  The Institute will work with Father Jim following the planning conference to complete the plan for final approval by the Vestry and the parish membership.   In addition to the planning conference, Father Jim will participate in the “Retooling for the Harvest” coaching plan with monthly 45 – 60 minutes of conversation with a Titus Institute coach.  This will also include a one year membership in Coach Net International and access to Natural Church Development online learning resources.  
     The recommendation to engage the Titus Institute was presented by Bishop John Guernsey during his recent visit.  The bishop also suggested that the parish apply for a grant from the Diocese of the Holy Spirit to cover the costs of the program.  The parish did apply for a grant and was awarded a most generous $10,000.  Based on times available by Titus Institute personnel, it will probably not be until October that the process will begin.
